SECTION A. 	DESIGN OF STAKEHOLDER CONSULTATION
A.1. 	Description of the consultation methods used
A design consultation (DC) was conducted at the PoA level for Zambia and Zimbabwe and involved contacting stakeholders virtually, via email and phone. A local stakeholder consultation (LSC) was also included in the feedback mechanism for both countries. The consultation involved inviting reviews/feedback from various stakeholders’ including, but not limited to the following:
· Local people impacted by the project
· Representatives of private institutions / Corporate houses involved in the VPAs
· Local NGOs, Self Help Groups, MFIs involved in the VPAs
· Host country DNA 
· Gold Standard Representatives  
· GS NGO Supporters
As part of DC / LSC, a key-project information note was circulated to all stakeholders along with two feedback questionnaires: one for the DC and one for the LSC. The key-project information note included:
· A non-technical summary of the PoA
· A summary of sustainable development impacts
· An implementation framework of the programme
· The Geographic boundaries
· ICS technology details
· Target audience
· Grievance mechanism and feedback
· Contact details of the CMER and VPAIs 
Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the consultation of local stakeholders was only possible via electronic means, in accordance with the Gold Standard COVID 19: Interim Measures. 
VPAs are in development for each Host Country (Zambia and Zimbabwe) which were originally planned to be included in the CDM PoA 6864. LSC meetings were held for each VPA under the CDM rules.  
A. 2. 	Information Made Available to Stakeholders 
Non-Technical Summary of the PoA

The “TASC Clean Cooking PoA” is a voluntary initiative taken by The African Stove Company Ltd. (TASC), an organization with a mission of financing and developing high-impact climate mitigation projects. TASC is originating and developing a global portfolio of carbon projects under a range of different methodologies. TASC generates carbon credits each year for sale on the international carbon market. TASC has been working on carbon projects in sub-Saharan Zambia and Zimbabwe for over 10 years.

The purpose of this PoA is to disseminate energy efficient improved cookstoves (ICS), using either wood and/or charcoal as fuel, in domestic households and communities in Zambia and Zimbabwe. 

The ICS disseminated under the PoA may include a variety of models. The intention of the PoA is to enable developers of individual voluntary project activities (VPAs) included in the PoA to gain access to market mechanisms for carbon finance. TASC wishes to encourage the uptake of ICS in Zambia and Zimbabwe by making it as simple as possible for project developers to benefit from finance and incentives available via carbon markets. Carbon finance will serve to mitigate one of the main barriers – price per ICS - for end users in adopting ICS on a large scale.

TASC and the VPA implementers will source the best available technologies for dissemination under the PoA. The market for ICS manufacturing has matured significantly in recent years and ICS model selection at the VPA level will be based on key attributes, such as: thermal efficiency, durability and cultural acceptability. The PoA will therefore ensure that best available ICS models are accessible to stakeholders in this PoA.

Traditional cooking methods prevalent across Zambia and Zimbabwe today result in greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions due to inefficient combustion of fuel. The use of unsustainably sourced, non-renewable biomass (NRB) in host countries is a major driver of deforestation. Widespread usage of NRB for cooking reduces the ability of forests in host countries to sequester carbon, thereby increasing net GHG emissions. 

Furthermore, the use of solid biomass fuels (e.g. wood & charcoal) in inefficient traditional stoves and on open fires – whilst meeting domestic household and community level needs - releases large amounts of particulate matter (PM) into the local environment, creating toxic levels of indoor air pollution (IAP). IAP – generated largely by inefficient and poorly ventilated stoves burning biomass fuels such as wood, crop waste and dung, or coal – is responsible for the deaths of an estimated 1.6 million people annually. More than half of these deaths occur among children under five years of age. In developing countries with high mortality rates overall, IAP ranks fourth in terms of the risk factors that contribute to disease and death (World Health Organization).[footnoteRef:1] [1:  https://www.who.int/heli/risks/indoorair/indoorair/en/ ] 


ICS typically have a significantly higher thermal efficiency than traditional cooking appliances, or open fires. The incremental thermal efficiency drives a reduction in fuel use, which depending on the model of ICS employed, may exceed 50%. The ICS result in better heat transfer and improved fuel combustion (reducing smoke, black soot and PM) compared with traditional cookstoves or open fires thereby contributing significantly to reduction in household IAP and GHG emissions.

The PoA is seeking registration under the Gold Standard for the Global Goals (GS4GG) to enable it to quantify and verify the GHG emissions reductions and correspondingly accrue carbon credits. Carbon credits may be purchased by individuals, companies, governments and any other organizations that wish to offset their own GHG emissions. This has created a market for reducing GHGs by attributing a cost to polluting the atmosphere. Each carbon credit represents one tonne of carbon dioxide either removed from the atmosphere or saved from being emitted. 

A record of stoves distributed, and the associated end-user information (as possible), shall ensure that the VPA implementer can monitor project stoves over lifetime and ensure that carbon credits are generated as the stoves are being used.

TASC will own the carbon credits that are generated by the stoves in the project and it will use this revenue to pay back the project costs that are incurred. End users will benefit by receiving best-in-class technology at no cost, or at a subsidized, below-market sales price. In this way, end users benefit from the carbon revenue in advance of its accrual and at no risk to themselves.
Initial VPAs are planned for Zambia and Zimbabwe:
· In Zambia, some stoves have already been distributed since August 2020 by TASC. 
· In Zimbabwe, stoves will be distributed under a VPA implemented by The My Trees Trust.

Implementation framework of the programme

TASC shall be the coordinating/managing entity (CME) for this PoA. The proposed PoA is a voluntary action by the CME. 

VPA implementers will be encouraged to participate in the PoA. The participation of VPA implementers shall be decided and approved by the CME. Participation will depend, amongst other things, upon the VPA's compliance with PoA eligibility criteria and any mutual or commercial agreement between CME and VPA implementer on the management of the project.

The model of ICS distributed in the VPA must be approved by the CME during the VPA design stage. Upon the distribution of each ICS, VPA implementers must collect monitoring data, including (where possible): 
1. name of end user
2. physical address or location (GPS position) 
3. contact phone number
4. date of installation
5. unique stove serial number
This information will be retained in a monitoring database. Recipients of cookstoves will waive their rights to claiming the emissions reductions generated by the stove during its usage. TASC will finance the PoA via the sale of carbon credits and so must claim the emissions reductions from stove usage itself.
TASC will provide training to the VPA implementer on proper ICS usage, distribution and end user data collection procedures.  Maintenance and servicing of the ICS will be performed by local technicians trained by the VPA implementers.
The PoA is being developed under the GS4GG and programme implementation started in Zambia in August 2020.

Geographic Boundaries of the project

The boundary of the PoA is defined by the first two VPAs as the countries of Zambia and Zimbabwe. All VPAs associated with this PoA will be implemented within the geographical boundary of the PoA. The PoA may extend to other countries in the future.
The local stakeholder consultation, The determination of baseline and additionality assessment shall be carried out at the VPA level (or group of VPAs).
Each VPA will be unique in nature and will not interact with other similar cookstove projects in the Host Countries. Distribution data will ensure that households only receive a cookstove if their existing cooking technology is not improved and the fuel source is biomass (wood or charcoal), as per the description below. GPS data captured at distribution will ensure households fall within the project boundary.

ICS Technology Details

The PoA will implement ICS technologies which are based on the principle of improving heat transfer from combustion chamber to the cooking pot, saving cooking fuel and time. 
ICS consider maximize temperature, the combustion chamber shape, fuel amount, and air flow in order to use the available thermal energy in the most efficient manner possible. Specific stove geometry and configuration choices have been made in the ICS models, including reducing stove thermal mass and minimizing heat loss through the sides and bottom of the ICS. The other element is correctly positioning the cooking surface in relationship to the ICS. This is essential to establish a correct gas flow path needed for optimum heat transfer. 
Stove models may have a grate provided at the base of the ICS for placing fuel. The clearance between the grate and the floor provides for natural draft of air into the combustion chamber resulting in improved combustion as compared to traditional cook stoves where such natural draft is absent resulting in incomplete combustion of fuel.  Usually, the combustion chamber has a refractory lining that reduces heat loss from the walls of the ICS. 
The ICS distributed under this PoA shall have thermal efficiencies of at least 20%. 

As an example, the first VPA in the PoA envisages distribution of the Kuniokoa wood fuel cookstove manufactured by Burn Manufacturing LLC. This ICS, manufactured in Nairobi, Kenya, delivers a thermal efficiency of 41.6% according to an independent lab report from the Kenya Industrial Research and Development Institute (KIRDI) of 19th November 2017:

Charcoal cookstove models will also be considered for distribution under the PoA.

Target audience for the use of technology

The purpose of the proposed PoA/VPA is the installation of energy efficient ICS in domestic households and communities in Zambia and Zimbabwe. The primary target population of the distributed technology is those who use traditional cooking methods and are exposed to IAP health hazards as a result.

Grievance Mechanism & Feedback

The CME and each VPA implementer will set up a formal input, feedback and grievance mechanism. This will include the provision of PoA or VPA based contact details for direct feedback to be received by project management teams. A PoA level email address is provided for any stakeholder to provide feedback over the lifetime of the PoA. At the VPA level, a continuous input and grievance expression process book shall be made available at an agreed location that is accessible to local stakeholders.

At a minimum, Continuous Input and Grievance Expression Process Book shall be made available at an agreed location. For more information, please contact the representatives listed below.
