[bookmark: _GoBack]The small-scale project activity aims to construct up to 10,000 domestic biogas units of mainly 2m³ and 3m³ gas storage capacities each for individual households with at least 2 zero-grazing cows in Nairobi River Basin. The project activity is saving greenhouse gas emissions by replacing non-renewable biomass (mainly fuel wood and charcoal) with renewable biogas.
In the annual reporting period from January 1st 2021 to December 31st 2021 79 biogas units were added to the project, thus raising the total number of biogas units to 875 units registered under the project at the end of the year 2021. 

The thermal capacity was increased in this annual reporting period to 2.903 MWth (December 30st, 2021).

In 2021 and 2022 in total 4 handyman became masons. Working masons are responsible for the training of handymen and masons.
